1) OHS Risk Management Meeting

· OHS was very direct, increased pressure from OHS national office no tolerance for under enrollment
· No excuses for under enrollment all vacancies must be filled within 30 days
2) Record keeping
· All agencies should conduct a sampling of their files review to ensure all required documents are completed and in the file.

· For 2010-2011 ERSEA plans agencies should ensure they are implementing procedures to address issues that were found during GAO visit, for example, Head Start eligibility verification, and income documentation.

3) Selected Vendor for Comprehensive System
· Child plus was selected more information will be forthcoming.

· We expect to begin utilizing the system in 2011-2012

· LACOE will pay 100% of the data cost for services

4) ARRA Review

·  ARRA review will take place November 8-10.  Jan Len, Richard Ibarra, and Sarah Kenney will be coming out to review.  They will only be reviewing those agencies who received expansion money. Keesha sent out an e-mail with a matrix that indicates which agencies received ARRA expansion funds. 
· At this point, OHS will not be reviewing COLA or QI at the agency level.
· LACOE is not requiring an extra box for ARRA. Agencies should do what they feel is necessary to prepare for AARA review
· OHS did not request pre-site documents

· Their focus will be on ensuring we are serving our targeted clients with ARRA funds we received. The focus for ARRA was foster care, homeless, pregnant and parenting teens

· OIG is conducting a desk audit of teacher qualifications for EHS. EHS agencies should ensure they have received a letter for OIG and submit required documentation. Call Keesha if you have questions or have not received a letter.
